Yefimov Mykola Pylypovych
(real name —
Zahranychnyi Yosyp Davydovych)
KhMMEI Director in 1930-1934

e was born on March 14, 1897 in Rado-

mysl of Kyiv province. He graduated
from the city non-classical secondary school.
He worked as a dresser at the metal plant
in Katerynoslav. He studied at the Worker
Faculty of KhTl in KhMMEI. After graduation in
1930, M. P. Yefimov was appointed the Rector
of KhMMEL. During 1934-1936, he worked as
the Rector of Kyiv Industrial Institute.

In December 1936, he was arrested on charges of
belonging to a Trotskyist terrorist organization. In March
1937, M. P. Yefimov was sentenced to death. Rehabilitated
in 1958 (posthumously).

Kokorin Fedir Hryhorovych
Director of KhMMEI in 1934-1945

H e was born on April 27, 1901 in the
village of Debrylovo in Yaroslavl region
(Russia). In 1921, F. H. Kokorin was sent to
study at the Worker Faculty of KhTl. In the
autumn of 1924, he was admitted to KhTl.
During the study, he was elected to be the
chairman of Kharkiv and later Ukrainian Pro-
letarian Student District Office. In 1931, he
graduated from KhETI, soon he received the
academic rank of the Associate Professor.

During 1934-1945, he had been wor-
king as the KhMMEI director, and from 1940 as a senior lec-
turer of Marxism and Leninism Department. He took part
in the evacuation of KhMMEI in Krasnoufimsk. From April
1945, he held the post of the Head of the Main Administra-
tion for Educational Institutions at the People’s Commissar-
iat of Soviet Heavy Machinery. F. H. Kokorin died in Moscow.
The year of his death is unknown.
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
